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Key Terms in Wolf Platform as a Service  

The following is a list of key terms and concepts of Wolf Platform-as-a-Service. 

General Terms  

Term Definition 

Registered User A person with a valid Wolf Login ID.  

Account  A workplace for a Wolf Registered User which holds his/her unique profile 

information, business plan details, list of Applications created with access 

to Design and Run environments.  

Application  Unique instance of software which electronically manages a business 

process.  Each Registered User Account may have numerous Applications. 

Add an Application The action of a Registered User adding a new Wolf Application to his/her 

Account. 

 

Users  

Term Definition 

User  The end user of a Wolf Application having a specified set of security and 

access permissions to use the Application.  

Super User The Administrator for a specific Wolf Application. Every Application by 

default has a Super User who can access the Designer and Run 

Environments. The Super User becomes the Application administrator and 

creates other Users using the Run Environment. 

 

 Environments  

Term Definition 

Designer The environment to design a Wolf Application.  
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Run  The Runtime environment of a Wolf Application.  

a. When accessed by the Super User of an Application, it presents 

the Administrative interface allowing the Super User to control 

administrative, security and access features of an Application.  

b. When accessed by the User of the Application, it presents the End 

User Interface of the Application. 

 

Designer  

Term Definition 

Designer Controls The Designer has four Designer Controls or Widgets arranged in a 

chronology of logical order. The Wolf Entity Designer, Wolf Navigation 

Designer, Wolf Rules Designer and Wolf Reporting Designer which assist 

you to develop, use and distribute your Application online. 

Solution Explorer The iframe window in the left panel of the Designer that allows creation, 

opening and manipulation of Wolf Designer controls (such as Entities, 

Navigation Items, etc.). 

Node The Designer Controls which are currently present in the Solution Explorer 

possess a hierarchical structure in the form of Nodes and Sub Nodes. 

Save  Update recent changes made to the currently selected Node and its Sub 

Nodes since the last Save. 

Publish Update recent changes made to the currently selected Node and its Sub 

Nodes and make these changes reflect in the Run Environment of the 

Application. A Publish performs an implicit Save. 

Entity Holds data or table of data is an Entity. 

Edit Screen An Entity is represented by an Edit Screen. An Edit Screen is a form with 

fields. It is used to display the fields/data of an Entity and to provide a 

means for data entry. Edit Screens are of 2 types ς Default Edit Screen 

and Custom Edit Screens. 

Tab Every Edit Screen in Wolf must have at least one Tab. Tabs are used for 
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logical grouping of data/Fields in an Edit Screen. 

Section Every Tab must contain at least one Section. Sections are used for logical 

grouping of data/Fields in a Tab. 

Field An element that holds a particular data type. Wolf supports a large 

number of Field types. 

Search Screen Also referred to as a Search Template. Search Screens allow listing as well 

as filtering of the records of an Entity. Search Screens allow inline and 

mouse operations for editing data. Search Screens can be configured for 

representation of data in different formats. 

Business Rule The Business Rules manage, change and generate the state of the 

Application and its Entities. Business Rules consist of a set of predefined 

actions that can be configured and invoked as and when required in any 

sequence. 

Navigation Item Navigation Items or Menus are access points to different areas of an 

Application or external web pages. Example: To access an Entity form you 

much create a Navigation Item and link it with the Entity form.  

Report A Report is an analytical expression designed using a Business Rule and 

presented using the Wolf Report template. Reports can be configured for 

representation of data in different formats. 

Category An element that helps to categorize and organize your Application 

Designer controls (such as Entities and Navigation Items). 

Properties  The iframe window below the Solution Explorer that allows modification 

of the properties for the current active element in the Solution Explorer 

(such as Entity, Report, Navigation Item, etc.). Different control elements 

have different associated properties.

Splash Screen The landing page of the Run Environment. Displays the Application 

navigation & different items made available to the User once he/she is 

logged in. 

Dashboard Widget A box on the Splash Screen which exposes a specific section or 

functionality of an Application.  

Role A profile which has specific privileges ς permissions. Once created, any 

number of Users can be given membership to this Role. 

Folder Every Application has a Root Folder which holds all the data and Role-

User security rights specific to the Application. A Folder is a possible

Access To provide the rights to perform an action (such as View, Edit or Delete)

Different Environments in Wolf  

Every Wolf Application contains two distinct environments: 

1.  Designer 

2. Runtime 

 

Designer  Environment  

Designer Environment of a Wolf Application: This is a browser based point and click environment which 

has ready controls to design and develop a Wolf Application. Different Wolf Controls help you in the 

development process of your Application. By default, the Designer is accessible by the Super User. 

However, Users can also be given access to the Designer. 

 

Run Environment  

Run environment of a Wolf Application: The Run Environment is used for Application Administration 

& also for using the designed Application. Depending on the user who is logged into this environment, 

the Run environment presents different Application interfaces.  

a. When accessed by the Super User of an Application, it presents the Administrative interface 

allowing the Super User to control administrative, user security and access control features of 

an Application. The Super User can add, modify and delete Roles, Users and Folders of an 

Application using this interface. 

b.  When accessed by a User of an Application, it presents the End User interface of the 

Application. Depending on the security and access privileges given to a User, the end user can 

access different elements-items of an application. 
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Concept of Nodes in the Designer 

The Solution Explorer in the Designer allows creation, opening and manipulation of Wolf Designer 

controls (such as Entities, Navigation Items, etc.). The elements of the Designer which are currently 

present in the Solution Explorer possess a hierarchical structure in the form of Nodes and Sub Nodes.  

The diagram below illustrates this concept:  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The WSF Application or simply the Application node is the top level (Level 0) node of the application. 

The other Wolf Designer Controls (such as Entity, Navigation Item, Business Rule and Report) are the
